Piracy Funding—At the 2005 Annual Meeting, we passed a measure to allow each Piracy to apply for annual funding for their own
local activities, based on $25/active pirate member, up to $250 each year. Funds not used by a Piracy during one calendar year do
not carry over to the following year. Beginning in January, the Piracies may begin requesting funds for 2007 from the Steering
Committee. In 2006, only the Pirates of Baltimore, Georgetown, and Pier 7 requested funds to cover the costs for Piracy activities.

The Website—Dave Biss is now the CPA Webmaster, taking over the reins from Barbara Foley, who did a great job designing and
managing the website for the past several years. It requires a lot of upkeep to weed out spammers and other “inappropriate” users.
Dave requested that we contact him with our suggestions and changes or dealing with any problems or logging on. He also manages
the Listserve and the Forum activities. We may activate a new online electronic method using PayPal for joining the CPA, paying
dues, updating membership information, and for registering for events such as SK101.

Election Results—Alan Avery tallied the ballots cast for the 2007 officer elections. (see Admiral’s Walk above, for results)
Recognition of Coordinators—Barry presented brand new nifty red “COORDINATOR” rockers to new Coordinator Dave Biss and
the two former Coordinators in attendance, Greg Welker and Brian Blankinship .

New Pool Sessions in
Southern Maryland

Bill Gallagher recently joined the CPA along with three other
folks who pushed through a new pool session in Southern
Maryland. The Calvert Marine Museum Kayak and Canoe
Club (CMMKCC) in cooperation with the St. Mary’s County
Parks and Recreation Department’s Great Mills pool now of-
fers Basic Kayak Safety training.

Kayak water safety sessions are scheduled for every other
Sunday evening during the months of January and February,
2007. These kayak pool sessions focus primarily on basic
safety kayak skills under the guidance of an ACA instructor.
Training takes place in the shallow end of the pool. Six kayak-
ers are permitted to practice advanced safety kayak skills in
the deep end of the pool. Kayakers participating in the ad-
Photo by Brian Blankinship vance safety kayak practice must first demonstrate a wet exit
for the instructor. Each advance kayak skills participant will be

assigned a spotter during the two hour session.

Reservations: Are required by CMMKCC Training Coordinator Col. Bill Gallagher, (USA Ret) and a CPA member. Call to reserve
your slot at 301-373-5279. Reservations will only be accepted within two weeks of the scheduled pool date. Cancellation of the
Sunday sessions will be made no later then noon on Sunday of the class. No refunds for cancellations less then two days before
the scheduled class. You do not need to be a CMMKCC member to participate. Prospective kayakers will be screened to control
the number of kayakers for each 2 hour session.
